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The RTS (Resolve Through Sharing) Perinatal Bereavement Training Program combines insight, knowledge and hands-on practical experience with the skills necessary to interact with families experiencing perinatal loss at all gestations, with special validation of early loss issues.  
The program was developed through the Gunderson Lutheran Medical Foundation in Wisconsin and is now taught world-wide.  It is taught by trained RTS Bereavement Services Coordinators through Perinatal Bereavement Services Ontario (PBSO).  
PBSO is a non-profit charity that:

· Provides bereavement support to families who have experienced a miscarriage, ectopic pregnancy, medical termination, stillbirth or neonatal death

· Undertakes educational programs for professionals and the public
